The IGP asked the Secretariat to

contact the project department of the
Police Force with a view to entering a

Memorandum of Understanding and

reviewing possible future projects.
Matters | raised with the IGP:

During the meeting with the IGP | took
the opportunity to raise the following:

- Personal security of Advocates when

attending clients at Police Stations;

- The need to keep police remandees in
humane conditions which include clean

cells;

- Our constitutional right to demonstrate;

- Independence of the Police Force

from Political manipulation, although |
did recognise that our laws particularly

the President’s power to appoint and

remove the IGP at will, is detrimental to
the independence of the Police Force.

Matters raised by the IGP with me:

The IGP confirmed to me that Advo-

cates should not fear attending Police
Stations to conduct their duties as legal

representatives of accused. He asked

that when attending a Police Station, an

advocate should introduce himself to the
officer in charge of the station so that he
may receive appropriate assistance.
addition, the IGP informed me that as a

matter of Police Force Policy all police

stations are required to be kept in a

clean condition

The IGP mentioned to us that there
are five “E”s used by the Police Force

in reduction of crimes:

1. Education

2. Engineering

3. Encouragement

4. Enforcement

5. Emergency Preparedness

The IGP encouraged the TLS to assist
the Police Force with the 1st and 3rd
“E”s by educating the general public
on their legal rights and duties and
also by encouraging them to access

justice.

My Message to the Members:

-1 would like to ask all members attend-

ing Police Stations visiting clients to

commence by introducing themselves
to the officer in charge of the Station
who should then provide you with the

a member is met with any obstacles

requisite assistance.

when performing his duties, | ask
that you leave the Police Station

calmly and immediately report the

matter to the TLS and we will take
up your individual case with the IGP.
Please note that your personal safety

must come first.

-Have asked the Secretariat to negoti-
ate a Protocol for Advocates Visiting

Clients at a Police Station with the
Police Force so that all parties are
clear of their rights and duties. .

Once negotiated the Protocol will
be presented to the Governing
Council for approval. This in my
view should avoid future prob-
lems.

-My personal view on our
right to demonstrate is that it
has been curtailed unreason-
ably and this is a matter that we
as the TLS, should challenge in
strategic litigation. In fact, |
laughingly informed the IGP that
we will meet in court to which
he responded with humour
saying, he was prepared. | have
asked the Secretariat to support
strategic litigation on the
matter. So hopefully upon
appointment of the Constitution
and Legal Affairs Committee,
this matter will be reviewed
with the seriousness it so
deserves.

-We have a duty to educate the
general public on their legal
rights and obligations and |
agree entirely with the IGP, that
we, as the few privileged mem-
bers of our society in general,
have a duty to educate and
encourage. | have asked the

CEO to review how we can use
media, including radio, to edu-
cate the public on their legal
