The Governing Council of the Tanganyika Law Society, guided by its legal mandate to control ethics of its members and protect the general public from malpractice of the law strives to end unqualified practice of using unqualified personnel on administration of oaths and notarization of documents to the members of the public and clients in general. The unqualified practice has different forms including “vishoka” whereby TLS has noticed uncontrolled use of advocates stamps and seals. The unqualified practices have caused serious problems to TLS members, the Judiciary, Government authorities such as Tanzania Revenue Authority (TRA), Immigration departments, Police, Prevention and Combatting of Corruption Bureau (PCCB), Financial Intelligent Units (FIU), National Identification Authority (NIDA) and other bodies needing seals, stamped and/or sworn documents. As such, unqualified practitioners including vishoka have been using stamps of deceased advocates. 

Tanganyika Law Society initiates the process of controlling and regulating advocates stamps, seals and oaths to all its members so as to protect the public, Judiciary, Parliament and all government bodies in general.

Sealed tenders are invited for the supply of the desk self-inking stamps and seals with hidden security features to the Tanganyika Law Society as per the details given in the technical specification, on the following terms and conditions. 

i. Payment will be made to the contractor after the successful completion of each work. 

ii. The contract for the said work will be for a period of three years.  

iii. The contract can be terminated by the Society at any time if the work of the contractor is not found satisfactory.

iv. The period of contract can be extended for a further period of one (1) year, if required on the same terms and conditions. 
v. The tenderers will have to deposit a sum of Tsh 50,000/= in the form of a fixed deposit receipt or Bank Cheque to Tanganyika Law Society NBC Bank account No 011101018617. The tenderers received without the mentioned deposit will not be considered. The deposited amount is not refundable to unsuccessful bidders even after the tender has been finalized.

2. If you are interested in undertaking the abovementioned work under the terms and 
Conditions as contained in this letter. You may submit detailed tender addressed to the undersigned in a sealed cover which should be prominently marked with the words “Tender for the supply of Self Inking Stamps and seal with hidden security features.” The Tender shall be submitted TLS Headquarter (Wakili House)  at the first floor reception where by the Secretary of the TLS Executive Director will be receiving the tender not later than 16:00 HR of 15th June, 2020. 
3. In this connection, the tenders may kindly note the following points. 

a) The tenders should also give necessary details if they have undertaken similar works in other Organizations. 

b) Tender received after the specified date and time will not be considered. 

c) The Society reserves the right to reject any tender as a whole or in part in case the tenderer doesn’t meet the specified criteria. 

d) The representative duly authorized by the tenderer may be present at the time of the opening of the tenders. The representative should carry a letter to this effect. 

e) Demonstrate the ability and convenient way to deliver the stamps and seal to all TLS chapters and sub chapters.
 Eligibility Criteria:- 
i) The Bidder should have carried out work of preparing self-inking stamps and seals with security features for at least one reputable organization during the last 3 years. 

ii) The bidder should enclose documents in support of their claim in this regard. 

Selection Criteria:- 

The firm which meets the eligibility criteria and seem to have the right capacity to complete the job in time shall be awarded the Tender. In case two firms quote the same rate the Bidder who has more experience shall be awarded the tender. The decision of the Tender Board of this Organization shall be final in this regard.

 N/B. Not the firm with the lowest rate will necessarily be awarded the tender.  

The tender will be opened at 16:00 HR of 15th June, 2020 at TLS Headquarter (Wakili House) 2nd Floor at the meeting room.

9.2 Tenders determined to be substantially responsive will be checked for any arithmetic errors. In case of any arithmetical discrepancy between the unit rate and amount quoted, then the unit rate shall prevail both for the evaluation of tender and for subsequent contract agreement.

·  Any other feature that will secure the holder of the stamp and seal will be added advantage
In order to strengthen the security of the overall Stamps & Seals system, the relevant information of the respective advocate should be retrieved directly from existing systems such as the Wakili Database, the Tanzania Advocates Management Systems (TAMS), and any other features as may be developed by the Judiciary, Government of Tanganyika Law Society so as to maintain consistent information concerning TLS members.

In a bid to regulate and control the use of Stamps & Seals, TLS is looking for a competent bidder who will be able to develop the Stamps & Seals system of the Tanganyika Law Society. Through a contractual arrangement, the bidder should be able to design, produce, and supply the Stamps & Seals to TLS in the same terms and conditions as it is on the local purchase order.

SECTION V:

GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT FOR 

LOCAL PURCHASE ORDER

1.0

Definitions

1.1
“The Contract” means the agreement entered into between the    Purchaser and the Supplier, including all specifications, plans, drawings or other documents and conditions which may be referred to in the Contract.  

“The Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier under the Contract   for the full and proper performance of its contractual obligations.

“The Goods” means raw materials, products, equipment and other physical objects of every kind and description, whether in solid, liquid or gaseous form, electricity, intangible asset and intellectual property, as well as services incidental to the supply of the goods provided that the value of services does not exceed the value of the goods themselves.

 “The Incidental Services” means those services ancillary to the supply of the Goods, such as transportation and insurance, and any other incidental services, such as installation, commissioning, provision of technical assistance, training, and other such obligations of the Supplier covered under the Contract.

 “The Purchaser” means the Government Entity purchasing the Goods, as named in the Contract.

“The Supplier” means company, corporation, organization, partnership or individual person supplying goods or services, hiring equipment or providing transport services and who is, according to the contract, a potential party or the party to procurement contract with the procuring entity.

2.0

Eligibility



2.1
The Supplier and its Subcontractors shall have the nationality of an eligible country. A Supplier or Subcontractor shall be deemed to have the nationality of a country if it is a citizen or constituted, incorporated, or registered, and operates in conformity with the provisions of the laws of that country.



2.2
All Goods, Works and Services supplied under the Contract shall have their origin in eligible countries and territories. Eligible countries shall include all member states of the United Nations.

 For purposes of this Clause, “origin” means the place where the Goods were mined, grown, or produced, or from which the Works or Services are supplied.  Goods are produced when, through manufacturing, processing, or substantial and major assembly of components, a commercially recognized new product results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its components.

The origin of Goods is distinct from the nationality of the Supplier.

3.0

Standards

3.1 The Goods supplied under the Contract shall conform to all standards and requirements mentioned in the technical specifications, plans, drawings, terms of reference or other documentation forming part of the Contract. 

4.0

Use of Contract Documents and Information

4.1
 The Supplier shall not, without the Purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the Contract, or any provision thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample, or information furnished by or on behalf of the Purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other than a person employed by the Supplier in the performance of the Contract.  Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and shall extend only as far as may be necessary for purposes of such performance.

4.2
 The Supplier shall not, without the Purchaser’s prior written consent, make use of any document or information specified in GCC Clause 4.1, except for purposes of performing the Contract.

4.3 
All documents enumerated in GCC Clause 4.1, other than the Contract itself, shall remain the property of the Purchaser and shall be returned (all copies) to the Purchaser on completion of the Supplier’s performance under the Contract, if so required by the Purchaser.

Patent Rights

The Supplier shall indemnify the Purchaser against all third‑party claims of infringement of patent, trademark, or industrial design rights arising from use of the goods, output of the services, performance of the works, or any part thereof in the United Republic of Tanzania.

Performance Security

If a Performance Security is specified in the invitation for tenders, within fourteen (14) days of receipt of the notification of Contract award, the successful Supplier shall furnish to the Purchaser the performance security in the amount specified in the invitation for tenders.

 The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the Purchaser as compensation for any loss resulting from the Supplier’s failure to complete its obligations under the Contract.

 The performance security shall be denominated in Tanzania and shall be in one of the following forms:

Inspections and Tests



       7.1
The Purchaser or its representative shall have the right to inspect and/or to test the Goods to confirm their conformity to the Contract at no extra cost to the Purchaser. The Contract shall specify any inspections and tests the Purchaser requires and where they are to be conducted. The Purchaser shall notify the Supplier in writing or in electronic forms that provide record of the content of communication of the identity of any representatives retained for these purposes.


      7.2
 Inspections and tests may be conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its subcontractor(s), at point of delivery, and/or at the project site. If conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its subcontractor(s), all reasonable facilities and assistance, including access to drawings and production data, shall be furnished to the inspectors at no charge to the Purchaser.

 Should any inspected or tested goods, works or services fail to conform to the Specifications, the Purchaser may reject the Goods and the Supplier shall either replace or make alterations necessary to meet specification requirements free of cost to the Purchaser.

Packing

Packing case size and weights shall take into consideration, where appropriate, the remoteness of the final destination and the absence of heavy handling facilities at all points in transit.
